FIRE DEVASTATES HOME

An early morning fire destroyed a more than 4,000 square foot home near Woodland and
K10. Severe compromise of the home’s structure and extreme fire conditions met firefighters
when they arrived. These circumstances prompted firefighters to fight the blaze from
outside the home.

Firefighters have already salvaged some family pictures and are working to recover more
sentimental items from the home. The home’s owners are out of town and will arrive in
Olathe late today.
